2011/055 Planning Matters
Cllr Evans and Cllr Hodson declared personal and prejudicial interests in application 2011/0777/COU and left the room for this item only.
The following applications were considered: 

2011/0785/COU – 273 Hesketh Lane, Tarleton

2011/0863/FUL – Cookson’s Farm, Tarleton
2011/0861/FUL – 54 The Marshes Lane, Mere Brow
2011/0914/ARM – 25 Coe Lane, Tarleton

2011/0777/COU- Leisure Lakes, Mere Brow
It was resolved that the Council should make strong objections to the application 2011/0777/COU Leisure Lakes, Mere Brow. This objection is based on the grounds of loss of amenity and noise. The Council feels that the site, given its proximity to homes in Mere Brow, is totally unsuitable for such activity.

No representation would be made on any of the other applications.

2011/056 Road Traffic Act 1984 Lancashire County Council – Order 201 

The Council was asked to comment on the proposals for changes in speed limits as set out in the public notice and plans. It was resolved that this Councils view was that all roads covered in this consultation, in the Tarleton area, should be set at a 20mph limit. This was a majority decision,
2011/057 Jubilee 2012
This item was carried over in the absence of Cllr Wareing.
2011/058 Northern Parishes Police Focus Group Update
Cllr Cheetham reported that at the last scheduled meeting of this group no members of the Lancashire Constabulary were in attendance.  The group has been assured that the police will be attending the next meeting. It was resolved that the Council will write to the Borough Commander to express its “surprise and disappointment” that there were no police officers in attendance at the last meeting.
2011/059 West Lancashire Borough Council Budget Cuts 

This was a consultation by the Borough on their proposals to save £2million next year. It was resolved to support all the ideas proposed.
2011/060 West Lancashire Borough Council Development Management Policy

This was a consultation by the Borough on their proposals to prepare a Development Management Policies Development Plan Document. It was resolved not to comment on this document.

2011/061 Shale Gas Extraction

Cllr Hodson briefed the meeting on what he saw as the contentious issues in an unfolding picture. A site visit for Council members had been organised by the gas drilling company Cuadrilla in two days time. In view of that and considering Cllr Hodson’s concerns, the Council reaffirm its earlier decision to keep a watching brief on developments
2011/062 River Douglas Linear Park Steering Group
Cllr Hodson had declared a person and prejudicial interest and left the meeting for this item only.
The Council resolved to contribute £750 towards the cost of funding further work by Groundwork into developing the project. This would include a plan confirming land ownership and verify the public rights of way network in the area, a consultation event to ensure support for any proposals and an estimate of the costs of delivering the proposed improvements. Groundwork will also submit at least one funding bid.
2011/063 Car Parking – Carr Lane
The Council discussed complaints about indiscriminate parking in Carr Lane. It was resolved that the Clerk would have discussions with the Football Club. Cricket Club and Rugby Club about managing the situation, particularly when large events take place. 

2011/064 Polling Station Review

This item was not discussed as the timing for a response to the review had passed and West Lancashire Borough Council had refused to consider representations after that date. Note: the consultation was from 27 July to 31 August, during which time the Council does not meet.

2011/065 Pet Food Factory Odours

The Council heard concerns about continuing problems. The Council resolved that a leaflet, leading to increased monitoring of odours, could be produced by the Council and distributed to residents in the area. Cllr Hodson agreed to liaise with the Clerk over this matter.
2011/066 Correspondence

There was no correspondence, other than that raised during the course of the meeting, to place on record.
